In any case where the death penalty is a possible punishment, the law requires that potential jurors answer questions regarding their thoughts, feelings, and opinions on the death penalty.  By asking these questions the Court is making no suggestion that William Allen is guilty or not guilty – that remains to be decided at trial.  Mr. Allen is presumed innocent like everyone charged with a crime in our country.  These questions are asked because they must be asked in every case that carries the possibility of a death sentence depending upon the outcome of the trial.

Because these questions are asked does not mean that the jurors selected will necessarily have to vote on whether to choose the death penalty or a life sentence.  These questions must be asked before the trial begins because the Court cannot ask them later after those selected are sworn in to serve as jurors in this case.

Experience shows that many (but not all) people have opinions about the death penalty.  There is absolutely nothing wrong with having an opinion on this issue.  What matters here is that if you have an opinion, you carefully describe it below.  The law requires the Court and the attorneys for both sides to explore your opinions about the death penalty at this stage of this case.
